· What is the price of the DVD? 
$295 For use by colleges/universities, companies and media centers. Includes public performance rights when admission is not charged.

$89 For use by K-12 schools, public libraries*, nonprofits, congregations, community groups and independent professionals. Includes public performance rights (PPR) when admission is not charged. (*Note: Public libraries are entitled to unlimited purchases of circulation copies at $35 each with no PPR or after a purchase of the $89 version which inludes PPR.) 

$125 “Pay-for-itself” Community Screening Package for use by community groups, nonprofits, and congregations. The package includes one DVD which contains one-time public screening rights where admission is not charged, and 5 home version DVDs (personal-use-only) DVDs to sell at your event!

$35 Standard Home Use DVD (For personal, non-professional use only; no public performance rights included)

· Can I pay for the DVD with a check? Can my institution use a purchase order?
We can accept purchase orders for educational DVD orders only, all others must be paid by credit card or check.  For international orders payment by credit card is required.  Shipping fees are additional, see above for rates. A sales tax of 9.5% will be added to California orders only.

· Can I preview the film before I purchase it?
No, but educational/institutional buyers have 10 days after receipt to return the film if you note “order on approval” when you place your order.

· Can I borrow a copy of the film from someone or check it out from the library and use it to host a screening at my organization?
Any individual or organization that wishes to host a community screening should purchase the “Pay-for-itself” Community Screening Package. The community screening DVD includes one-time public screening rights but you can’t charge for tickets. After a community screening, the DVD can be used for personal, non-professional use only.   

DVDs that a library has purchased to circulate are for personal, non-professional use only, and no public performance rights are included.

· How can I spread the word about this film?
Help us get the word out:

· Send the website link to your friends and colleagues or recommend the film to your Facebook network.
· Host a screening (for more information download the free "Event Planning Guide")
· Invite friends and family over to watch and discuss the film.
· Request that your local schools and public libraries acquire the film.
· Ask your local art house to screen the film and offer to help publicize the screening.
· Embed and share the Speaking in Tongues trailer on your organization’s blog, social network, or website.
· Join the Speaking in Tongues Networks: Facebook, Twitter, Blog, Mailing list.  
· Donate to the community engagement campaign. All proceeds will support the critical work of getting the film shown in communities across the country.
· Pass out the postcards that come with your Speaking in Tongues Community Screening Package.
· Sell the DVDs that come with your Speaking in Tongues Community Screening Package.
· I’m interested in screening the film as part of a film festival. How do I request a preview copy?
You can request a screener by sending an email to: info@patchworksfilms.net. If the film is accepted into the festival, festival organizers must contact the filmmaker Marcia Jarmel directly at: info@patchworksfilms.net to obtain public performance rights and permission to screen at the festival.

· Can I play the film’s trailer on my organization’s website? 
Individuals and organizations that host community screenings are encouraged to embed and share the Speaking in Tongues trailer on their blogs, social networks, and websites.

· How do I organize a film screening in my community?
Download the Speaking in Tongues Event Planning Guide for ideas and suggestions for organizing a screening.

· How do I find an organization to co-host a screening with?
Include other organizations in your event plans because it helps you broaden your reach and establish new, potentially long-term relationships. Allied organizations can help spread the word out about the film through newsletters, flyers, and websites; contribute time or resources to the screening event; or participate in a post-screening panel discussion.

The key in approaching co-sponsors is to help them understand how the event  aligns with their  objectives, and how they will benefit. Be sure to allow enough lead time. This will increase visibility and help spotlight the issues in the film.

· I’m organizing a screening followed by a discussion and I’d like the filmmakers to attend. Is this possible? Is there a fee involved?
The filmmakers regularly present their film at screenings and participate in discussions following the film. The filmmakers are working artists, so an honorarium and/or paid travel expenses are usually provided. Alternatively, the filmmakers can appear via Skype for a small fee, as their schedule allows.
